Scholarship Information
Now is the time to refer TeamMates graduates or senior students for EducationQuest “Reaching Your Potential” Scholarship consideration.  All referrals must come through Gigi Inness, Regional Coordinator for TeamMates, so do not contact EducationQuest directly with student information.

Referrals must be received by the TeamMates Office by March 15 or September 15 to be eligible for the Spring or Fall round of scholarships.  
Please contact Gigi Inness, ginness@teammates.org  with the name, address, email and phone number of the student(s) you wish to refer.  Scholarship application packets will be sent directly to the student and your support and encouragement of completion is recommended.  They will need to return the completed application directly to EducationQuest prior to April 1 for the Spring round or October 1 for the Fall round of scholarships.
Awards range from $2,300 to $6,000 depending on school costs.  

Here are the eligibility criteria.  Students must be:

· A Nebraska resident

· A U.S. citizen or U.S. permanent resident

· Must be enrolled in college by November following graduation
· Seeking their first certificate, diploma, associate or bachelor’s degree

· Attending any Nebraska college, university, community college or vocational/technical school that participates in Federal Title IV student financial aid programs

· Completed the FAFSA and eligible for a Pell Grant

· High School Students must be in the final semester of their senior year

· Current college students must have at least two semesters or two quarters remaining in college or intend to transfer to a four-year Nebraska college
· Not currently in default on a Title IV student loan or owe a repayment on a Title IV grant
